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Purpose and Goals

This course is essentially about thinking and writing. We study authors and work from some famous world
authors. Course goals emphasize developing familiarity with important authors and works from ancient to
contemporary, appreciation of literature’s function in expressing and embodying history, culture, society
etc. This course will also allow us to explore various literary genres and devices, as well as methods of
literary interpretation. By the end of the semester students will: be aware of and enjoy the richness and depth
that literature offers for understanding our world, be familiar with the basic descriptive terms of literature, be
aware of and pursue different methods of analysis and interpretation applied to literature, be able to express
those interpretations and understandings, and persuasive argumentative essays. The fundamental aim of the
course is to develop skills that can be used both for and beyond literature in analytical thinking and, most
importantly, persuasive argumentative writing.

Course Requirements

Materials:

Selected reading of fables, classics, and human interest from various famous authors in the world. All these
reading passages quoted from the story by famous authors such Shakespeare, Aesop, Charles Dickens and
Erich Segal.

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Students are expected to complete assigned readings prior to their discussion in

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Supplementary Materials: Other literature books are recommended to read but not required for this course.

Readings:

All students are expected to read the assigned chapters in the text or any material before class. The class
schedule and a list of the assigned readings follow the grading policy. As the semester progresses, | will
supplement more handouts that are to be read prior to every class or discussion. If you miss class some
interesting things may also slip away. Students also have to read and research for their homework or
assignments. Plan yourself and time carefully from the very beginning of the course before you countering

Contact hours and teaching methods:
