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HU 130 (1 Credit): Global Ethic

Course Description and Goals

A Global Ethic will introduce participants to understand the different ethical ideas from different
philosophers, and philosophy schools of people from different cultures, traditions, educational
backgrounds, politics, economic status, religions, and more importantly the universal declaration and the
principles of the Global Ethic which is amended by the Parliament of the World’s Religions in the United
States in 1993 which enable them to realize their important contributions in building a tolerant, peaceful,
an environmental and developed world,. Because each of us depends on the well-being whole, and so we
have respect for the community of living beings, for people, animals, and plants, and for the preservation
of Earth, the air, water and soil.

The approach is that a Global Ethic will take the realization of individuals’ responsibility fro all they do.
Reasonably, all decisions, actions, and failures to act have consequences. Therefore, a Global Ethic does
require us to treat others as we wish others to treat us. It requires our commitment to respect life and
dignity, individuality, and diversity, so that every person is treated humanely, without exception.
Eventually, we must be able to forgive, learning from the past but never allowing ourselves to be
enslaved by memories of hate. Opening our hearts to one another, we must sink our narrow differences
for the cause of the world community, practicing a culture o solidarity and relatedness.

Course Requirement

All students are expected to read the assigned chapters in the text or any material before class. The class
schedule and a list of the assigned readings follow the grading policy.

Students also have to read and research for their homework or
assignments. Plan yourself and time carefully from the very beginning of the course before you
countering read shocks or frightening.
